OZET

Calismamizda bagimsiz yonetim kurulu iiyelerinin hukuki sorumlulugu konusu ele almmistir. Paylar
BIAS’mn Yildiz Pazar, Ana Pazar ve Kollektif Yatirim Uriinleri ve Yapilandirilmis Uriinler Pazari’nda islem
goren halka acik ortakliklarin yonetim kurullarinda bagimsiz yonetim kurulu dyelerinin bulunmasi
zorunludur. S6z konusu zorunluluk, bahse konu halka agik sirketlerin kurumsal y6netiminin bir geregidir. Bu
nedenle, ¢aligmamizin birinci kisminda kurumsal yonetim ilkeleri bakimindan bagimsiz yonetim kurulu
iiyelerinin durumu ayrintili sekilde incelenmistir.

Ikinci kisimda ise, hukuki sorumluluk konusu ele alinmis olup, éncelikle genel anlamda tiim ydnetim kurulu
tiyelerinin ve bu kapsamda bagimsiz yonetim kurulu iiyelerinin de duruma gére tabi olduklari hukuki
sorumluluk rejimi ortaya koyulmustur. Ikinci kismin ikinci béliimiinde ise, bagimsiz yonetim kurulu
tiyelerinin  hukuki sorumluluklarinin diger {iyelere nazaran farklilasabilecegi haller irdelenmistir. Bu
kapsamda, hangi hallerde bagimsiz yonetim kurulu {iyelerine diisen goérevlerin ve bu kapsamda sorumluluk
tavanlarinin diger tiyelere nazaran agirlasabilecegi sermaye piyasasi mevzuati da dahil edilerek incelenmistir.



ABSTRACT

In our study, the legal liability of the independent members of the boards of directors has been discussed.
Independent board members are required to be present in the boards of public companies whose shares are
traded in BIAS’s Star Market, Main Market and Collective Investment Products and Structured Products
Market. This obligation is a requirement of the corporate governance of such public companies. Therefore, in
the first part of our study, the situation of independent board members in terms of corporate governance
principles has been examined in detail.

In the second part, legal liability issue is discussed. First of all, in general terms, the legal liability regime, that
all of the members of the board of directors and the independent members of the board of directors in this
context are subject to, has been examined. In the second section of the second part, the cases in which the
legal liabilities of the independent board members differ from those of the other members are studied. In this
context, the cases in which the duties of the independent board members and the liability limit within this
scope which may be heavier than the other members have been examined including the capital market
legislation.
