OZET

Eski ¢agda var olan avcilik ve toplayicilik sisteminden iiretim sistemine gecilmesi
ile birlikte olusan bir aradalik hali, toplu yasama gegis siirecinin baslangicina vesile
olmustur. Insanlarin bir arada yasamaya baslamasina kosut olarak ihtiyaclar artmis;
bireylerin yasayis bi¢imi ve tiretim sekli evirilmistir. Bu gelismeler dogrultusunda
kent kavrami olugsmus ve yeni bir form kazanmistir. Gegmiste olusturulan kent ya-
pisinin zaman ilerledik¢e kiiresel diizlemde yasanan diger gelismelerle birlikte de-
gisime ugramasi ve niifusun kent alanlarinda yogunlasmasi olgusu kent mekanla-
rinin degismesi, yenilenmesi ihtiyacin1 dogurmustur. Sanayi Devrimi’yle birlikte
artan makinelesme olgusu, kirsal bolgelerden yeni kurulan sanayi bolgelerine olan
gocler ve sanayi bolgelerindeki altyapinin o giiniin kosullarina gore yetersiz olusu,
carpik kentlesmeyi de beraberinde getirmistir. Bunun sonucunda kent iginde yasa-
nabilecek olas1 afet riskine kars1 6nlem almak ka¢inilmaz bir durum haline gelmis-
tir. S6z konusu risk unsurunun varligina karsin daha 6nce izlenen yanlis kentlesme
politikalar1 ve bu alanda mevzuatin yetersiz olmasi sebebiyle, bu ihtiyaci karsila-
maya yonelik olarak 6306 sayili Afet Riski Altindaki Alanlarin Dontistiirtilmesi
Hakkinda Kanun kabul edilerek yiiriirliige girmistir. Tiirkiye umumi hayata etkili
dogal afetlere sikga maruz kalan bir iilkedir. Meydana gelen afetler ara ara gerek
koy gerekse kentlerde biiyiik hasarlara, konutlarin yikilmasina ve ¢ok sayida can ve
mal kaybina yol agmaktadir. Bu gibi durumlarda hasar ve zararlarin telafisine ¢a-
lismak; kentlerin 6zellikleri ve sartlarin1 gézeten bir planlama ¢ergevesinde, konut
ithtiyacini kargilayacak tedbirleri almak ve toplu konut tesebbiislerini desteklemek
Devletin var olan gorevlerindendir. Bu dogrultuda, 6306 sayil1 Kanunda 6ngoriilen
sisteme uygun bigimde riskli yapilarin ve riskli alanlarin tespiti ve riskli yapilarin
bulundugu arsa ve arazilerde gerceklestirilen yikim faaliyeti anlatilarak yikim son-

rast siirecin isleyisi idare hukuku boyutuyla irdelenecektir.



ABSTRACT

In ancient history, there were many primitive systems in the world; for example,
hunting and gathering systems. However the discovery of new ways of co-existence
brought along new needs; altering the way of life of individuals and the means of
production as well. Meanwhile, people started to live together, their needs undoub-
tedly rose and people’s manufacture types and their existence have been changed.
In line with these developments, the notion of “city” has emerged and adopted a
new form. As time progressed, the city structure has endured recent developments,
in line with developments on a global scale. On the other hand, high population
density causes spatial changes and needs of regeneration. So, cities structure is ra-
pidly deteriorated. For our country, the problem of irregular urbanization came out
as a result of the migration that began in the late 1960s due to the mass production
from rural to industrial zone and the lack of proper infrastructure in the industry
zones. Consequently, it was inevitable for the government to take precautions in
order to avoid potential disaster risks. The Law on Transformation of Areas under
the Disaster Risks (Law No. 6306) entered into force in 2012 with an aim to make
up for both previous wrong urbanization policy that had been done and inadequate
legal regulations that were in effect. Turkey is often exposed to many natural disas-
ters which are effective on public life. Catastrophic disasters cause to irrevocably
great damage in cities and villages and loss life and property. In such cases, to com-
pensate for damages and loss and to take measures to meet housing needs within
framework of plan that considers characteristics of cities are assigned to the State.
In this direction, the determination of risky structures and risky areas in accordance
with the system envisaged in the Law no. 6306 and the demolition activities carried
out in the land, where risky structures are located are explained and the basis of the
process of the transformation of under disaster areas, shall be examined with re-

gards to the administrative law dimension in this study.
