Bu arastirma, Istanbul’da yer alan Levent Mahallesi projesi iizerinden; tasarim idealleri ve
sakinlerin ideallerinin karsilagsmasinin bir sonucu olarak tasarimci, piyasa, diisiince akimlari
gibi karar vericilerin sekillendirdigi ve sakinlerin yasamlariyla sekillenen formlarin desifresi

ve karsilastirmasini amaglamaktadir.

Bu yolda, hayata gectigi 1950°1i y1llarin basinda Avrupa ile Amerika ve gen¢ cumhuriyetiyle
Tiirkiye’de; onciilii ve ¢agdasi konut iiretim bigimleri igerisindeki yeriyle dnemli olan;
Kemal Ahmet Aru ve Rebi Gorbon tasarimi Levent Mahallesi projesi arastirma alani
secilmistir. Norberg-Schulz’un ortaya koydugu ev tanimina paralel bir pozisyon {izerinden
ilk olarak mahallenin kiiltiirel, ekonomik, mimari baglamlarda yerini bulmasi; Aru ile
Gorbon’un tasarim ideallerinin kesfi ve Levent Mahallesi evlerinin mimari incelemesi
amactyla yazili ve gorsel arsiv taramasi gerceklestirilmistir. Kargilastirmayr miimkiin kilmak
ve sakinlerin kavrayislarini ortaya koymak iizere; Levent Mahallesi’nde yasayan sakinlerle
evlerinde goriismeler yiiriitilmistiir. Siire¢ boyunca gozlem ve diyagramlar tretilmistir.
Elde edilen veriler ana fikri test etmek {izere, metin siiresince ve sonug¢ bdliimiinde

karsilastirmali olarak incelenmistir.



ABSTRACT

CONFRONTATIONS IN DWELLING: HOUSES OF LEVENT
NEIGHBOURHOOD

The aim of this research is to decipher and compare the forms that were constructed first by
the decision makers including architects, market, movements and then the inhabitants, as a

result of confrontation of the design ideals and inhabitants’ ideals.

Levent Neighbourhood housing project, designed by Kemal Ahmet Aru and Rebii Gorbon,
has been chosen due to the important features it has amongst the precessor and contemporary
housing projects in Europe, the United States and Turkey with its young republic. Through
a collateral position to Norberg-Schulz’s in terms of the definition of the home; firstly,
written and visual archive research has been carried out to contextualize the neighbourhood
economically, culturally and architecturally. Then, interviews have been conducted with
inhabitants at their homes to be able to compare the forms. During this process, observations
and images have been produced. Outputs have been examined comparatively in the final

chapter of the research to test the main idea.
